Welcome to Helsinki. Finland’s EU Presidency gives you a 
complimentary ticket for all public transport in Helsinki. You 
can use this ticket on all commuter trains, metro, trams, 
and busses within Helsinki City boundaries. The ticket is 
also valid on the ferries operated by Helsinki City to the 
Suomenlinna Fortress.

Commuter trains
Pasila railway station is located next to the Helsinki Fair 
Centre. Trains depart there for Helsinki centre every few 
minutes. Travelling time to the Helsinki central railway 
station is 5 minutes. At Pasila railway station, next trains 
going to Helsinki are listed on the displays with the headline 
“Trains  
to Helsinki”.

All commuter trains departing from Helsinki centre railway 
station stop at Pasila railway station.

On 
the left hand side you can find VR Journey Search. To find 
to train timetable from Pasila to Helsinki central railway 
station, fill the form the following way:

From: Pasila
To: Helsinki
Press “search”.

Look for the trains marked with “commuter train”.
